The weeds targeted for control 
include glory lily (Gloriosa 
superba), Asparagus spp., mickey mouse plant (Ochna 
serrulata), Ipomoea spp., umbrella tree (Schefflera 
actinophylla), Senna spp., turkey rhubarb (Acetosa 
sagittata), Singapore daisy (Sphagneticola trilobata), 
painted spurge (Euphorbia cyathophora) and mossman 
river grass (Cenchrus echinatus). 
 

The document lists 3 main objectives:

Natural Resources, Mines and Energy 
·  Bitou bush control work on South Stradbroke Island 

completed for year.  Very few plants remain on the 
island.  Annual inspections required to eradicate it. 

·  Bitou bush control work on North Stradbroke Is.  Large 
infestation found in an area not previously surveyed.  
Control carried out, re-
inspection planned late Nov. 

·  Further bitou control on buffer 
zone at Point Danger planned 
in near future. Many seedlings 
on steeper embankments but 
so far none in flower. 

·  Telegraph weed (Heterotheca 
grandiflora) continues to move 
northward along South 
Stradbroke Is.  Qld NRME is 
currently carrying out a pest 
status assessment on this 
weed to determine its pest 
potential.  It is important that weed 
inspectors along the coastline are 
familiar with it and have the ability 
to detect it should it establish in 
your areas.

Darren 
Roles (FNCW) has been involved in the earlier stages of 
planning for the SEQROC plan and affected councils 
would like to encourage future involvement from our 
region. 

·  It is likely that kudzu will be declared a class 2 pest 
following amendments to the new legislation.  The 
infestation at Tallebudgera has browned off significantly 
in the cooler months. 

 
Tw eed, Byron, Ballina, Lismore, Kyogle, & 
Richmond Valley LGA (Far North Coast 
Weeds area) update 
Bitou bush and northern buffer zone 
The Tweed bitou bush taskforce sprayed several 100 ha, 
results are promising. Ballina Shire is also continuing 
control activities.  Byron Shire has shown interest in 
setting up a Bitou Taskforce.  
Water lettuce 
Known infestation have been treated or manually removed 
from the river. Frosts damaged any remaining material.  
Vigilance will be required once warm conditions return to 
prevent a reoccurrence of last year’s infestations. 
Alligator weed 
Sites are regularly monitored and the creek needs further 
surveying downstream.  Additional funds from DPI 
Agriculture were provide to the value of over $7000; not 
the $30 000 requested but a good start on the program 
just the same. 
Salvinia and water hyacinth 
The Blue Knob infestation has changed yet again with the 
bulk of the centre of the infestation sinking clearing the 
path for boat access.  The site will be sprayed as soon as 
possible to reduce the bulk with follow-up sprays to 
remove the remainder. 
Groundsel bush 
Aerially located sites are being ground truthed as the 
mapping system is not yet functional.  Good results are 
anticipated from this years’ program.  GPS coordinates 
have been supplied for all sites identified from the air. 
Camphor laurel 
The Camphor Strategy has taken a step closer with a 
consultant being engaged to review and layout the final 
document. A draft should be available within the month 
and will be ready for the next FNCW meeting in October. 
Cockspur coral (Erythrina crista-galli) 
The CMA project brief is currently being put together and 
Council anticipates an October or November start on the 
project.  The declaration application is currently ready for 
submission to NWAC. 
Coral tree (Erythrina X sykesii) 
Fingal Head Coastcare is working on a coral tree 
eradication project at the northern end of Wommin 
Lagoon. The coral tree had created a tangled thicket of 
fallen, growing branches. The threatened species 
Cryptocarya foetida was squashed by the tree but 
managed to send branches up through gaps.  The now-
freed Cryptocarya has an interesting shape!  
 

Tweed Shire Council provided a mulcher and staff for this 
project.  It proved to be most efficient when the branches 
are chain sawed and then fed directly into the mulcher.  
No double handling of the thorny branches. The coastcare 
group is planting on the weekend of 16/17th Oct to return 
the area to native trees. 
Promotion 
ABC Radio has commenced a rural segment on Friday 
mornings and FNCW is getting about half of the 7-10 
minute interviews on weeds; Clarence Valley the other 

half.  This is a great opportunity to promote weed issues in 
the County District. 
Inspection program 
The WeedMap system has been purchased and most of 
the Cadastral data has been stitched together.  Several 
councils are still to provide the rates database in a suitable 
format so the system is not yet operational in the field. 
New inspectors 
Two new inspectors have been appointed and both are 
working out extremely well. One is currently using 
WeedMap for property information and is showing 
improved efficiency; even for a new staff member.

Nambucca Shire Update 
 
·  The CMA vine weeds program has made excellent 

progress – mainly controlling madeira vine. The 
Aboriginal green team comprise 14 crew with the 
support team including Terrence Hudson, Terry 
Schmitzer, Aboriginal Land Council and NPWS staff. 
Over 2000 hours has been done, undertaking one run, 
concentrating on control of vines in trees. Over 80% has 
been controlled. Mapping is still being undertaken. 
Follow up will be required soon as new growth is doing 
well. 

·  Giant Parramatta grass control has been undertaken 
over whole Shire. Taylors Arm Road in particular has 
been a big win. 

·  Bitou bush controlled from Swimming Creek to Black 
River hind dunes. A work for the dole team has been 
controlling regrowth. 

·  Several mother of millions infestations have been 
controlled in the Shire. 

·  Another large broad leaf pepper tree has been found 
and controlled by John Ennis. 

·  The salvinia weevil is to be introduced to infestations at 
Hyland park and Wilson Rd (in a tributary of the Bowra 
River). 

·  Significant camphor laurel and privet control programs 
have been undertaken along South Arm & Wilson Rd’s 

·  Groundsel bush control has been undertaken along the 
Pacific Highway. 

·  Bitou bush hand spraying at Jagun Nature Reserve 
almost complete.  High winds have been hampering 
progress somewhat.  

·  New infestation of groundsel bush in Jagun treated. 
 SRA treated rail corridor of same. 

·  Nambucca Council has been undertaking in-house 
training on weeds for staff. The training has been 
delivered by John Ennis, Ken Hayes (fmr. CHCC) & 
Carol Rose (DPI)
